








Set the Flange parallel to the base and
top. Using the F bit drill pilot holes to
mark the screw position. Pull the vise
screw out of the assembly and drill
flange holes.

Drill holes with F bit, 1 1/2” deep.

There is no need to tap these holes.

Place ACME nut between slide assembly stand-
offs by placing it through the groove on the bot-
tom of the shell assembly.

Re-install vise screw by screwing it in with
ACME nut in place. Turn Vise Screw all the
way in until vise closes completely.



Line up the flange screw holes with the holes
you drilled earlier and install the two 5/16” flush
mount flange screws.

Final Adjustments

The Final Step is to install the set
screws into the lower rail so you
can adjust the track of the tail vise.
With 1/8” Allen wrench install one
set screw per hole (5 total). Tighten
them so vise is snug but still tracks
smoothly on the rails. You will
know you have over tightened them
if the tail vise catches.

Once you are satisfied with the
tracking of the vise, install the other
5 set screws in the same holes tight-
ening securely to lock the first set
screw position. Further adjustment
may be needed.
